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� Read with your child every day.

� Help your child learn the names of new
objects, places, and concepts. Good vocabu-
laries build strong readers.

� Talk with your child and listen to your child.
Talking helps children develop language
skills.

� Explore the public library. Get a library card
and visit often.

� Remember to read storybooks and informa-
tional books. Children like books about
nature, animals, bugs, and famous people.

� Play sound games. Practice nursery rhymes
together.

� Have paper, crayons, and other writing
materials available, so your child can
experiment with writing.

� Have fun with your child!
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� Ask questions about your child’s progress
and what you can do to support your child’s
learning.

� Attend school events whenever possible.

� Make sure your child is prepared for school
every day; rested, nourished, and homework
completed.

� Compliment school staff for their efforts and
voice concerns when you have them.

� Ask how you can be involved in your child’s
school; volunteer, workgroups, and site
councils.
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
